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PRESIDENTIAL IDOL 
GUIDELINES & REQUIREMENTS

Each team will draw a president. The team will research and prepare a minimum eight (8) and maximum ten (10) minute presentation explaining why their president should be the Presidential Idol. Presidential Idol is scheduled to take place on (date of class that the presentations will take place). Attendance is mandatory that day! Some class time will be allotted for teams to work on their presentation. 

The Presidential Idol presentation can be a PowerPoint, Google Slides, Prezi, Canva skit, rap, song, poem, or whatever the group comes up with. A science fair type three-fold board is not permitted. Everyone on the team must be up front of the class and everyone must say something. 

At a minimum, the Presidential Idol presentation should include the following;
1. Brief biographical sketch of the president 
2. Political or other career leading up to becoming president 
3. How he won the presidency (brief summary of the campaign)
4. Major accomplishments as president (no more than five)
5. Evaluation of his presidency 
6. Why your president should be the Presidential Idol. 

A printed/hard copy bibliography or Works Cited in APA format will be due on the day of the presentation. A peer evaluation will be due the day following the presentation.  

The Presidential Idol Presentation will be evaluated according to the following rubric:

Content (up to 60 points): This includes organization, accuracy, persuasiveness, and quality of sources and argument. Evidence of critical thinking will also be considered (does the presentation do more than just summarize? Does it analyze, evaluate, compare, and contrast?). 

Creativity (up to 20 points): This includes the layout, readability of slides, appropriateness of presentation format, and other factors that contribute to creativity.

Bibliography (up to 10 points): A minimum of three (3) sources should be used. At least one of the sources should be a scholarly source. Proper format is required. 

Peer Evaluation (10 points): Sincere completion of how each group member including yourself contributed to the group. 

Results of Presidential Idol will be revealed the class following the presentations.

Remember, while a couple of class segments will be allocated for work on Presidential Idol, some additional time outside of class will likely be needed.
