A general education course signature assignment requires that students integrate and apply course content to address a significant personal, social, or professional question or issue in some way for a specified audience. The signature assignment for this course is a personal narrative answering the question, “how are you keeping the republic?” 
First, we will work together to give you a frame of reference for how you reflect upon yourself and your role in keeping the republic. This work will include doing campus civic work with the Walker Institute, learning how to converse, and completing a few political diagnostics. 
Second, you will create a 3-5 page paper submission reflecting on how your politics connect you to the country in which you live. With the work we have done in mind, you will reflect on how you keep this republic.
