Assignment ideas:

Quick assignment:

1) Ask your professor to schedule a Zoom meeting for you to present about “How to Register to Vote in Your State?” 
2) Bring three friends to the Zoom meeting.  Ask your friends and colleagues to register to vote by using the QR code on the screen!  
3) Discuss one of the ballot measures on the Colorado ballot (or your state) 

Offer Ballotpedia for Colorado as a point of conversation.
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Quick assignment:
1) Ask your students to hold a friend and family GOTV party.  This can be a virtual party. 
2) They need to register five people to vote.  
3) Present one ballot measure to their friends and family.  
4) As a group make a slogan for the ballot measure (for or against or educational it does not matter—just be creative and think like a voter!)

Quick assignment:
1) Ask students to find out how many political parties are running for the presidency on the ballot (pick Colorado or any other state)
2) Then have students study each candidate (not Republican and not Democrat) who are on the ballot for the presidency
3) With that information have students inform five friends and family members about the candidate’s platform (again not a Republican nor a Democrat).
4) Then the student can ask their friends and family to register to vote with the QR codes.
