SCRIPT for SESSION #9

(Court micro simulation)
Announce that the Millworth Administration has conducted a military raid on a biological weapons factory in Libya.  The Administration reports that, “evidence of a possible biological weapons program was obtained from an American spy satellite.  The Libyan government was given several opportunities to prove that there were no illicit activities, but they only sought to delay an investigation.  Then, additional satellite evidence indicated that suspected chemical materials were being moved towards the general vicinity of the factory.  The raids on the factory and the convoy were undertaken to prevent any danger to the United States or other countries.  There is no further comment.”

The session begins with a media report followed by four press conferences.  In the first press conference, an attorney for the website criticizes the government in the gay killings issue.  In the second press conference, the American Crusade for Morality opposes the potential Supreme Court nominee and in the third press conference Fight Back favors the potential nominee.  In the final press conference, the Libyan government criticizes the Administration’s attack on the Libyan biofactory.

Then have participants break into their work groups.
Start distributing story line information at the rate of about one memo per minute.  All correspondence will go directly to the media.

First, the media receives memos on protests over the endangered fish issue, a food fight in Washington and the developments in the Frenzy drug problem. Then, the media receives a memo about the Hip Hops movie. 

The media now receives memos on the home invasion as well as problems related to the hurricane. 

The media gets memos about the deteriorating situation in the Middle East, napkin art and the Nigerian civil war. Then the media get unfortunate news about Representative Lyle’s Son.

The media receives a memo about the spy scandal, as well as more information about the Poet Laureate.  Lastly, the media gets a memo about the Senator Litz’s positive reputation.

Press Conference

Arno Belloff, Attorney for Wendel Lemley

(simulation coordinator or surrogate assumes the identity of Belloff)

“I am Arno Belloff, Attorney for Wendel Lemley.  My client has asked me to address the issue of the FBI arrests of individuals who are accused of murdering gay men in several locations throughout the United States.

First of all, I want to emphasize that those arrested have been accused of committing crimes to which the FBI was a partner.  An agent of the FBI had joined this group and was an active member through e-mail correspondence.  We have questions of whether or not the FBI engaged in entrapment by planting an agent within the group, and having the agent urge people to make certain statements and take certain actions.

Second, even if the individuals arrested are found guilty, the supposed actions of these alleged perpetrators are unrelated to my client’s website.  Dr. Lemley and his wife are only using the site to educate Americans, including homosexuals, about the evils of perverted sexual practices.

My client did not make up the phrase, “the wages of sin are death.”  This comes from a source far greater in power and wisdom than you or I.  So, it is written. If we engage in sinful conduct, we must accept the consequences.

Dr. Lemley and his wife do not condone the deaths of certain homosexuals.  But, if it is God’s will, then we need to respect divine wisdom.”

Reverend Oneida Templeton

Executive Director, The American Crusade for Morality

(Simulation coordinator or surrogate assumes the identity of Templeton)

“I am very glad to have this opportunity to speak with you about the nomination of a new Justice for the Supreme Court.

My name is Reverend Oneida Templeton and I am the Executive Director for The American Crusade for Morality.  My organization asks that the President consider the future of this country when (s)he nominates a new Justice for the Court.

It is our understanding that the President is going to speak with three candidates.  One of those candidates, Professor Billingsley of Harvard University, is an avowed homosexual and a threat to the fundamental laws of human nature.  We fear that Billingsley is going to bring a homosexual agenda to the Court, and would be swayed by homosexual lawyers or homosexuals who are parties to a case before the Court.

Professor Billingsley cannot be of sound mind or spirit when he maintains an active homosexual lifestyle.  His mental stability and integrity must be questioned.  How can he make judgments about human law when he is in clear violation of God’s law?
We plead with the President to reject Billingsley and select one of the two other choices.  Neither of them carries the burden of a degenerate homosexual lifestyle.  Both of them are whole persons in the eyes of God.

Brian Jefferies

Executive Director, Fight Back

“My name is Brian Jefferies and I am the Executive Director of Fight Back, an organization that defends the rights of homosexuals.

The President of the United States is about to nominate a new Justice of the Supreme Court to replace Justice Marrow who will retire and the end of this Supreme Court term.

There are three leading candidates for this position.  One of these candidates stands head and shoulders over the other two candidates.  Professor Billingsley is an outstanding legal scholar who has a national reputation for fairness and dedication to the law.  Yet, Billingsley may not get this nomination because he is a homosexual.  As incredible as it sounds, he may be denied a Presidential nomination because of his sexual orientation.

Professor Billingsley is of high moral character.  His homosexuality is not a weakness or negative in his life.  He has conducted himself with honor and distinction throughout his career.

If Billingsley is denied the nomination by the President, it will be for one reason and one reason alone.  It will be clear evidence that this country and this President are homophobic.  Will this President cave in to the extreme right wing and turn his/her back on Professor Billingsley in favor of one of the heterosexual candidates?  We will see. Mansur Omar

Unofficial Representative of Libyan Government

“I am Mansur Omar, the unofficial representative of the Libyan people.

The Libyan government protests the cruel and unprovoked attack on Libyan citizens and territory by the United States.

We understood that the United States had concerns about a fertilizer factory that had been constructed in the town of Mizdah.  The Americans were also concerned about a shipment of raw materials that were being sent from Tripoli to Mizdah in order to make the factory operational.

We had invited the United States to inspect the shipment, and we assured the United States that they would be able to inspect the factory once military exercises were concluded in the area that is near the factory.  Libya had done everything possible to bring a peaceful resolution to the issue.

It is obvious that the United States was not bargaining in good faith when we met with their officials and reached agreements about inspections.  Rather, the United States used the fertilizer factory to justify an attack against our people.

The United States has destroyed the factory and the employees without provocation.  In addition, the United States also attacked a group of religious pilgrims who were traveling from the town of Sabha to Tripoli.  The American planes killed 18 people who were simply pursuing their religious obligations.

We are outraged at the actions of the United States.  Certainly, they have made up “so-called” evidence to justify their actions.  However, there is no way that they can ever explain to the world why they would take such drastic actions when Libya was fully cooperating and helping them resolve their concerns.

Department of Agriculture Food Groups

There is a debate within the U.S. Department of Agriculture about how various foods should be categorized and represented.  Presently, the Department makes use of a “Food Pyramid” to give consumers guidance on food nutrition when making purchasing and eating decisions.  The Department is now considering an alternative approach that is called the “Food Target.”

Advocates of each approach are becoming increasingly vocal.  Within a few days the Secretary of Agriculture will make a decision on which approach will be used in the future for food labeling.

The FOOD PYRAMID contains six groupings of food.  The large base of the pyramid has a grouping for bread, cereals, rice and pasta. The next level of the pyramid contains two groupings.  One side is for fruits, the other for vegetables.  The next level contains groupings for milk products on one side, and for meat, poultry, fish, beans, eggs and nuts on the other.  At the very top of the pyramid is a grouping for fats, oils and sugars.  Nutritionists recommend that consumers eat sparingly from the highest group and also recommend servings for other groupings.

The proposed FOOD TARGET system uses the same groupings and arranges them like a target.  The sizes of the target rings reflect recommended serving amounts.  At the center of the proposed guide is a very small area for the fats, oils and sugars group. The next ring out is a little larger and has groupings for milk products as well as meat, poultry, fish, beans, eggs and nuts. The next to the last ring is for fruits and vegetables.  The last and largest concentric ring is for breads, cereals, rice and pasta.

Advocates of the Food Target approach feel that it is simpler and will be easier for consumers.  Proponents of Food Targeting feel that everyone, especially children, can relate better to a target graphic rather than a confusing pyramid in which the so-called “undesirable food” is at the top of the pyramid.
