SCRIPT for SESSION #4
(Presidency micro simulation)
Prior to the beginning of the session, you should distribute the first 6 pieces of correspondence into the mailbox for the Administration.  This distribution of correspondence will go up through and include a memo from the National Insurance Association on a Mandatory Signaling Device proposal.

The session begins with a media report followed by two press conferences.  One news conference is on gay killings by the Fight Back organization, and the other is by a representative of the Libyan government on the Libyan biofactory.

When participants go into their work group, tell them to check their mailbox and begin their work on legislative and budgetary matters.

Start distributing other story line information at the rate of about one memo per half minute.  Any memos for the President should be given to Vice President Rourke or the Domestic or Foreign Policy Advisor for screening.   Other correspondence will go directly to the media.
Begin by giving the Administration and media information on the Frenzy drug.  Then give the media a memo on a CIA spy scandal as well as a memo on Family Programming legislation.

Then give the Administration and media memos about a protest of the government’s policy on the endangered fish.  After that the media gets another memo on the school bombing in Maine.  Then the Administration gets some good news on the Frenzy issue.

At this point the Administration and media receive updates about the Nigerian Civil war and the hurricane that devastated Cuba.  Then the media gets memos on the importation of fetuses legislation and the Ku Klux Klan museum.  The Administration gets more information about the Libyan biofactory.  The media receives information on mercenaries’ legislation. 

In the last part of the session, the media receives memos on napkin art, a proposed national lottery and national service legislation.  After that the Administration and the media receive information on the Nigerian civil war.  Then the media gets a memo on signaling device legislation.

Brian Jefferies, Director of Fight Back

“Hello, my name is Brian Jefferies.  I am Director of Fight Back, an organization that exists to protect the rights of gays.

Yet, they do not make any progress.  We suspect the federal government would be very interested in this case if straights were being killed.”

“Greetings.  I am Mansur Omar and I am the unofficial representative to the United States from the nation of Libya.  It is my pleasure to be with you today and help strengthen communication between our two countries.  I come to you at this time to address certain rumors about my country.  According to some individuals in your country, the nation of Libya is suspected of constructing a biological warfare facility in the town of Mizdah, which is about 100 miles south of the Libyan capital.

We purchased certain cylinders from the former Soviet Union that were rumored to be designed for biological weapons.  We don’t know the intent of the Soviet Union.  All we know is that this type of cylinder is designed to make a limited amount of fertilizer.  This is precisely the scale of production that we are looking for.  We want to make small amounts and test these fertilizers in the difficult growing conditions in Libya.  If we were to make large portions of fertilizer, we might be wasting our resources.

There has been some suggestion that Libya allow outside inspectors to visit this factory and examine it. This is a delicate matter because this would violate the territorial sovereignty of Libya.  It would allow potential spies to enter into our military training areas.  How would your government feel if Libya demanded that it had the right to inspect some private company in the United States and have access to their industrial plans and procedures?

Yet, we understand that you have concerns, and that is why we would like to continue to discuss inspections with your government—after I have consulted with my government.    As a goodwill gesture, we will not bring raw materials into the fertilizer plant at this time.

Use of Mercenaries

The National Defense Council (NDC) reflects the views of American military experts who believe that our country should have a strong and more flexible national defense.  Our fundamental purpose is to develop military alternatives to help our nation cope with a variety of complex threats to our security.  It is for that reason that NDC strongly recommends that Bill 188 be adopted.

Bill 188 allows the President to possess an additional tool that can be used in particular kinds of conflicts.  This legislation allows the President to contract with mercenaries (independent military) to achieve limited objectives.  These mercenary soldiers would be paid out of our defense budget.  Yet, these mercenaries would have their own command structure.  Mercenaries would be given a military objective and then would be compensated to achieve that objective with their own resources.

This mercenary alternative would be particularly valuable in situations where the United States is called upon to be involved in some foreign issue, but such involvement is not dictated by our national interest.  Peacekeeping missions in dangerous countries would be examples of such situations where we had a concern, but there was no direct threat to the United States.  Another example might be the containment of some foreign government that has been problematic for the United States, but has not taken any threatening actions.

The greatest advantage of the mercenary alternative is that the United States can achieve its goals without any loss of life or injury to American military personnel.  That will allow us to reserve our own personnel for circumstances where there is a clear threat to our national interest.

There are several situations over the past years where the United States could have benefited by relying on mercenaries to achieve certain limited objectives.  We would have been able to achieve our goals without posing any risk to our own soldiers.  The mercenary alternative gives us benefits without absorbing high costs.

We ask that our political decision makers help our military by ensuring that American soldiers would not have to address each and every situation in the world.  Bill 188 is an idea whose time has come.

The American Council for Tax Reform (ACTR) endorses Bill 208 and believes a national lottery would be beneficial to this country.  The lottery, as proposed in the legislation, would enable us to reduce the federal income tax and thereby strengthen our economy.  It also could serve as a reliable means of support for a multitude of federal programs.

The current federal income tax penalizes hard work and ingenuity by taking an increasing share of one’s income as one becomes more successful.  Basically, the more money you make, the higher your tax rate becomes.  This is certainly a disincentive and weakens economic expansion.

Although there have been efforts to lower federal income tax rates, our country has still relied on the income tax as the major source of revenue.  Most federal programs count on the income tax as the most significant funding source for their activities.

The proposed lottery is a huge step in the right direction.  If Bill 208 is appropriately amended, the income tax could be dropped by $40 billion a year, and that would make meaningful rate reductions possible.  This would unleash a burst of activity in our economy and yield financial gains for years to come.

A national lottery has the distinct advantage of raising money without reducing individual choice.  An individual makes the decision to play the lottery in the hopes of winning one of the weekly grand prizes of $20 million or one of the $100,000 secondary prizes.  The money that goes into the lottery is not taken away from anyone.  It is all done voluntarily.  That is so different than the income tax that practically everyone must pay.  Our current income tax simply confiscates our hard-earned dollars.

The money raised by the proposed lottery could practically support all the expenditures for transportation, or could almost support the combined federal budgets for science, space technology, natural resources and the environment.  It could even support our programs for veterans.  In any case, the lottery could make a major contribution to our nation.  And some day, an expanded lottery could accomplish even more.

The bottom line is that a lottery would free the national government from its current reliance on the income tax.  Bill 208 would have a profound impact and deserves your support.  It makes good sense and the time is right for such a change.

Mandatory Signaling Device

The National Insurance Association (NIA) enthusiastically supports the enactment of Bill 162 on mandatory signaling devices for new motor vehicles.

This legislation will save lives as well as reduce injuries and property damage.  This is a good bill and deserves passage.

Each year, there are hundreds of thousands of accidents that could be avoided if drivers made better use of turn signals.  Unfortunately, some drivers change lanes quickly or try to pass another vehicle without using their turn signals.  Accidents result because other motorists are not warned about the intended behavior of a careless driver.  We all pay a price when careless drivers refuse to use their turn signals.  Insurance rates are higher for all of us because of such disregard for the law.

The proposed legislation remedies this problem.  It requires that a signaling device be installed that detects the moves of a driver and automatically activates the turn signals.  Because of this, other drivers will be able to compensate and many accidents will be avoided.

A change in direction of 15 degrees or more in the steering wheel will make one of the turn signals come on.  This will allow other drivers to get an advance warning if a motorist is to make a quick lane change or other erratic movement.  However, the signal would go off quickly if the motorist returned to his or her original direction.

If mandatory signaling devices were adopted, all motorists would become more defensive in their approach to driving.  Each signal light will serve as a warning of a potential danger.  The natural thing to do will be to slow down, evaluate the possibilities and to proceed carefully.

Bill 162 will change the way that Americans drive, making them more alert and more conscientious.  This will be particularly true as older cars (those that do not have the automatic signaling devices) wear out and are replaced by new vehicles.  Yet, even older cars can be made safer if the owner has an automatic signaling device installed.

Our industry is prepared to reduce premiums for those who have such signaling devices.  We want to reward those who have such safety features.

NIA asks for congressional and presidential support of Bill 162.  This small change will make the roads safer for all of us.

The National Defense Council (NDC) reflects the views of American military experts who believe that our country should have a strong and more flexible national defense.  Our fundamental purpose is to develop military alternatives to help our nation cope with a variety of complex threats to our security.  It is for that reason that NDC strongly recommends that Bill 188 be adopted.

Bill 188 allows the President to possess an additional tool that can be used in particular kinds of conflicts.  This legislation allows the President to contract with mercenaries (independent military) to achieve limited objectives.  These mercenary soldiers would be paid out of our defense budget.  Yet, these mercenaries would have their own command structure.  Mercenaries would be given a military objective and then would be compensated to achieve that objective with their own resources.

This mercenary alternative would be particularly valuable in situations where the United States is called upon to be involved in some foreign issue, but such involvement is not dictated by our national interest.  Peacekeeping missions in dangerous countries would be examples of such situations where we had a concern, but there was no direct threat to the United States.  Another example might be the containment of some foreign government that has been problematic for the United States, but has not taken any threatening actions.

The greatest advantage of the mercenary alternative is that the United States can achieve its goals without any loss of life or injury to American military personnel.  That will allow us to reserve our own personnel for circumstances where there is a clear threat to our national interest.

There are several situations over the past years where the United States could have benefited by relying on mercenaries to achieve certain limited objectives.  We would have been able to achieve our goals without posing any risk to our own soldiers.  The mercenary alternative gives us benefits without absorbing high costs.

We ask that our political decision makers help our military by ensuring that American soldiers would not have to address each and every situation in the world.  Bill 188 is an idea whose time has come.

The American Council for Tax Reform (ACTR) endorses Bill 208 and believes a national lottery would be beneficial to this country.  The lottery, as proposed in the legislation, would enable us to reduce the federal income tax and thereby strengthen our economy.  It also could serve as a reliable means of support for a multitude of federal programs.

The current federal income tax penalizes hard work and ingenuity by taking an increasing share of one’s income as one becomes more successful.  Basically, the more money you make, the higher your tax rate becomes.  This is certainly a disincentive and weakens economic expansion.

Although there have been efforts to lower federal income tax rates, our country has still relied on the income tax as the major source of revenue.  Most federal programs count on the income tax as the most significant funding source for their activities.

The proposed lottery is a huge step in the right direction.  If Bill 208 is appropriately amended, the income tax could be dropped by $40 billion a year, and that would make meaningful rate reductions possible.  This would unleash a burst of activity in our economy and yield financial gains for years to come.

A national lottery has the distinct advantage of raising money without reducing individual choice.  An individual makes the decision to play the lottery in the hopes of winning one of the weekly grand prizes of $20 million or one of the $100,000 secondary prizes.  The money that goes into the lottery is not taken away from anyone.  It is all done voluntarily.  That is so different than the income tax that practically everyone must pay.  Our current income tax simply confiscates our hard-earned dollars.

The money raised by the proposed lottery could practically support all the expenditures for transportation, or could almost support the combined federal budgets for science, space technology, natural resources and the environment.  It could even support our programs for veterans.  In any case, the lottery could make a major contribution to our nation.  And some day, an expanded lottery could accomplish even more.

The bottom line is that a lottery would free the national government from its current reliance on the income tax.  Bill 208 would have a profound impact and deserves your support.  It makes good sense and the time is right for such a change.

Mandatory Signaling Device

The National Insurance Association (NIA) enthusiastically supports the enactment of Bill 162 on mandatory signaling devices for new motor vehicles.

This legislation will save lives as well as reduce injuries and property damage.  This is a good bill and deserves passage.

Each year, there are hundreds of thousands of accidents that could be avoided if drivers made better use of turn signals.  Unfortunately, some drivers change lanes quickly or try to pass another vehicle without using their turn signals.  Accidents result because other motorists are not warned about the intended behavior of a careless driver.  We all pay a price when careless drivers refuse to use their turn signals.  Insurance rates are higher for all of us because of such disregard for the law.

The proposed legislation remedies this problem.  It requires that a signaling device be installed that detects the moves of a driver and automatically activates the turn signals.  Because of this, other drivers will be able to compensate and many accidents will be avoided.

A change in direction of 15 degrees or more in the steering wheel will make one of the turn signals come on.  This will allow other drivers to get an advance warning if a motorist is to make a quick lane change or other erratic movement.  However, the signal would go off quickly if the motorist returned to his or her original direction.

If mandatory signaling devices were adopted, all motorists would become more defensive in their approach to driving.  Each signal light will serve as a warning of a potential danger.  The natural thing to do will be to slow down, evaluate the possibilities and to proceed carefully.

Bill 162 will change the way that Americans drive, making them more alert and more conscientious.  This will be particularly true as older cars (those that do not have the automatic signaling devices) wear out and are replaced by new vehicles.  Yet, even older cars can be made safer if the owner has an automatic signaling device installed.

Our industry is prepared to reduce premiums for those who have such signaling devices.  We want to reward those who have such safety features.

NIA asks for congressional and presidential support of Bill 162.  This small change will make the roads safer for all of us.
