Depending on simulation length, there are 6-18 Story Lines from the following legislative matters: Gender Testing, Minimum Wage, Military Robots, National Casinos, Multi-Lingual Education, Trading Relations, Mercenaries, Signaling Devices, Family Programs, National Service, Import Fetuses, National Lottery, Regulate Non Prescription Drugs, Ammunition Tax, Base Closings, International Rights of Children, Auto Insurance and Corporate Public Service.  There are also Story Lines on the following budgetary items: Defense, Education, Energy, Health, Justice and Science.

Depending on simulation size and length, there are 1-12 Story Lines about constituency service matters on a toxic waste spill, a recycling business, a minimum security prison, macular degeneration research, a weather tracking station, local transportation, national park regulations, an e-business center, a nutritional counseling center, Organic Food Growers, a local skiing industry and a social security disability claim.  Depending on simulation length, there are Story Line distractions on celebrity napkin art and a world tour by America’s Poet Laureate.

Depending on simulation length, there are 3-6 Story Lines on domestic matters including an endangered fish, a new recreational drug, an anti-homosexual website, a Supreme Court nomination, a controversial animated feature film, and a high-profile home invasion plus another 3-6 Story Lines on international matters ranging from a hurricane that becomes a foreign policy issue, a disturbing information about Eritrea, civil war in Nigeria, the struggle between Israel and the Palestinians, rapid change in Mexico and industrial spying.

Depending on simulation length, there are 1-3 executive wildcards on a Border Patrol crisis, campaign contributions in the last Presidential election and a political food fight.  There will also be 1-6 legislative wildcards on rumors of CIA involvement, a proposed KKK museum, a dispute about logging, an interview with foreign journalists, a possible fundraising scandal and the disappearance of a Representative’s son.

This overview organizes the Story Lines by simulation size, type and the point where a Story Line is introduced.  In individual sessions of the simulation, however, the Story Lines are intermingled to be more realistic and to disguise this pattern of organization.

In addition, this overview also includes a Press Conference and Meeting Planner that shows you when press conferences and meetings occur for all twelve sessions as well as what the press conferences and meetings are about.  This planner can be used to determine how many surrogates might be recruited for a particular session.
