SCRIPT for SESSION #7

(medium simulation)

Prior to the beginning of the session, you should distribute the first 17 pieces of correspondence into the mailboxes for the Administration and the committees in each house.  This distribution of correspondence will go up through and include a memo to the Senate Internal Matters Committee from the Pharmaceutical Association of America and Natural Remedies Council on regulation of non-prescription drugs.

The session begins with a media report followed by two press conferences and an editorial.  A fisherman speaks out on the endangered fish and Cuba gives its views on the hurricane problems.  The editorial is on Nigerian civil war.

When participants break up into work groups, tell them to check their mailboxes and begin their work on legislative and budgetary matters.

Start distributing other story line information at the rate of about one memo per half minute.  Any memos for the President should be given to Vice President Rourke or the Domestic or Foreign Policy Advisor for screening.   Other correspondence will go directly to individual legislators or the media.

The Administration and media get memos on a retirement. Senator Tracey (Internal Matters) gets a memo on alligator pie.  The media gets memos on ammunition tax and automobile insurance.  The Administration and media get memos on the Middle East and the media gets a memo on base closing.  The Administration and media receive memos on campaign contributions. The media gets a memo on corporate public service and the President and Secretary of State meet on Middle East peace. Representative Ferguson (Government Operations) gets a memo to establish an e-Business Center in North Dakota.

The Administration and media get memos on Frenzy and gay killings.  The media gets memos on the Poet Laureate and the Hip Hops movie.  The Administration and media get information on a home invasion and the hurricane issue.   The Administration meets with a representative of Eritrea about the Eritrean biofactory.  The media and Senator Ogura (Government Operations) get memos about Ogura’s daughter.  The Administration receives two competing views on Eritrea.  The Administration and media get memos on Mexico.  The media gets information on napkin art and non-prescription medication.  

Now the Administration is informed about a possible spy scandal.  Then the Speaker, Senate Majority Leader and media are informed about the possible appearance of the Poet Laureate before Congress.  The media gets a memo about the Rights of Children Treaty and Administration has a disappointing meeting on the Middle East with the Israelis and Palestinians.

Please help us.  We just want to make an honest living.  I want to be able to help my kids get an education, so they don’t have to be victimized by the federal government.

Bill 276 simplifies auto insurance for drivers by using just one insurance provider.  Drivers will automatically be insured as long as they are licensed to drive and have an acceptable driving record.  Consumers will no longer have to “shop around” for auto insurance or try to make sense out of complex insurance policies.  Drivers do not even have to worry about paying insurance premiums because support for the insurance fund will be based on a one-dollar tax on each gallon of gasoline.

The claims process will be just as simple.  A single provider would insure all drivers and there would be no need to determine which company should pay.  The determination of responsibility and the payment of claims will be done quickly and without complexity.  Unnecessary litigation would also come to a halt.

In addition, the proposed legislation would increase driver safety because careless or dangerous driving would result in a loss of all insurance coverage.  Reckless drivers would not be able to find some other insurance company that specializes in high-risk cases.

Bill 276 authorizes the creation of an automobile insurance fund manager.  This fund manager will be chosen through a competitive bid process.  Bids would include each competitor’s estimate of projected claims and estimated compensation.  A new National Insurance Commission, appointed by the President, would determine which bid was most appropriate.  The successful company could manage the fund for two years.  

This fund manager would be compensated through a fee equal to 25% of the annual reserve after all claims have been paid.  The fund manager may or may not be selected for an additional two years dependent on the competitive bid process.

The proposed legislation represents a giant step for automobile insurance.  Bill 276 will simplify the process and result in savings for consumers.  We hope that we can count on your support.

This legislation also takes the dramatic step of having the Food and Drug Administration regulate supplements.  Supplements are alternatives to regular medication and based on natural healing.  To ask firms making supplements to go through a rigorous six-month approval process will only drive up the price of such remedies and discourage some manufacturers from bringing these products to market.

 Heath care costs are high, and our two industries have been successful in keeping medical costs under control.  It is less expensive for a patient to take a non-prescription drug or supplement than to let symptoms persist and make an unnecessary trip to the doctor.

Regulation of Non-Prescription Drugs

The Pharmaceutical Association of America joins with the Natural Remedies Council to oppose the ill-conceived Regulation of Non-Prescription Drugs legislation (Bill 222).  This legislation would result in severe hardships for both industries and will result in higher prices for the consumer.

The proposed legislation authorizes the Food and Drug Administration to certify that non-prescription drugs are safe and that advertised benefits are substantiated.  In addition, the legislation specifies that all new non-prescription drugs and supplements must go through a one-year review process.  Existing non-prescription drugs and supplements must go through a six-month review process.

All non-prescription drugs have already gone through a lengthy review process in order to gain approval as prescription medications.  It is only after a prescription drug’s patent has expired that it is transformed into a non-prescription drug that can be sold by the original pharmaceutical firm as well as competing firms.  To ask that these non-prescription drugs go through another review process is unnecessary and counter productive.  It will only raise the prices of these medications.

This legislation also takes the dramatic step of having the Food and Drug Administration regulate supplements.  Supplements are alternatives to regular medication and based on natural healing.  To ask firms making supplements to go through a rigorous six-month approval process will only drive up the price of such remedies and discourage some manufacturers from bringing these products to market.

 Heath care costs are high, and our two industries have been successful in keeping medical costs under control.  It is less expensive for a patient to take a non-prescription drug or supplement than to let symptoms persist and make an unnecessary trip to the doctor. 

Our two industries fear that over-regulation will drive up costs of non-prescription medications and supplements.  This will only unnecessarily push up health care costs for millions of Americans.

Mr. Jerry Centropolis, one of your constituents and a long-time supporter, is facing a problem with the United States Park Service.  Elmo Gizwald, a park ranger, has charged Mr. Centropolis with poaching alligators from the Everglades National Park.  According to charges, Mr. Centropolis has been removing alligators from the park for the last year-and-a-half.

Mr. Centropolis maintains that that he has only taken fresh “road kill” from the shoulders of a public road that runs through the park.  Centropolis also says that he finds a dead alligator now and then as he drives his pickup truck through the park on the way to one of the businesses that he owns.

Centropolis insists that he has never killed an alligator and that the dead alligators are on the road, not the park.  He removes them from the road, takes them to his Mighty Fine Restaurant in Homestead, Florida and has the chef use the fresh alligator meat to make Alligator Pie, a dish that Centropolis has developed.  Then, Centropolis sells the alligator hides to leather dealers.  Centropolis donates all the money that he makes from the sales of the pies and the hides to National Wildlife Trust.

Mr. Centropolis says that Alligator Pie is extremely popular with his customers.  He readily admits that, even though he makes no money from the pies and the hides, his business has grown significantly since he put Alligator Pie on the menu.

The media and community groups in south Florida are rallying in support of Mr. Centropolis.  In fact, he has become something of a local hero.

We have examined the facts in this case and consulted with lawyers.  We have reached the conclusion that Mr. Centropolis has done nothing wrong and that the charges by the Park Service are inappropriate.  He simply has not engaged in poaching, and he is not profiting from the sales of Alligator Pie or from the hides.

It is our recommendation that you meet with Secretary Bell, Secretary of the Department of the Interior. We will set up a meeting. You could ask the Secretary to intervene and find some appropriate resolution to this problem.  The Department of Interior is clearly going beyond its jurisdiction and it needs to back off.  We believe that the Secretary of the Interior will listen to you, since you are a member of the Internal Matters Committee that reviews proposals affecting that agency.  What’s more, you do vote on the Department’s budget when it comes up.

The American-sponsored Middle East Peace Talks that are now taking place in northern Virginia are on the verge of breaking down.   We had hoped to reach a settlement on key issues (borders, timetables and the fate of Jerusalem) by this point and we expected that you would be able to be there for the signing of a permanent peace accord.  However, both the Israelis and the Palestinians seem to be digging in their heels, and more violence seems likely.

There are two possible courses of action at this stage.

One alternative is for you to make a direct and personal appeal to the leaders of the two negotiating teams.  You could ask them to take a break for a few days and then resume peace talks.  You could stress the need to compromise in order to achieve common benefits.  This alternative will probably not be very successful, but it does buy time—and it minimizes risks for the United States.

A second alternative is to propose a multi-national force, led by the U.S., that would separate the two sides and give an opportunity for Israel and the Palestinians to reach long-term agreement.  We have sounded out our European allies on this course of action and they are quite reluctant.  They are very concerned that members of the multi-national force would become targets of Palestinian terrorists and that such Peacekeepers would ultimately come into direct conflict with Israeli troops.  For these reasons, the Europeans would only agree to be part of the multi-national force if the U.S. sent about 75% of the Peacekeepers, and if the Europeans were only supplying the Americans.

This second alternative would probably have the greatest long-term success.  However, it will be a commitment for several years and there will probably be several American fatalities.

I will be happy to meet you later and find out which alternative you wish to pursue.

The Cuban government is making no effort to stop this exodus.  In fact, the Cuban government may see this as an effective way to deal with shortages.

Regulation of Non-Prescription Drugs

The Pharmaceutical Association of America joins with the Natural Remedies Council to oppose the ill-conceived Regulation of Non-Prescription Drugs legislation (Bill 222).  This legislation would result in severe hardships for both industries and will result in higher prices for the consumer.

The proposed legislation authorizes the Food and Drug Administration to certify that non-prescription drugs are safe and that advertised benefits are substantiated.  In addition, the legislation specifies that all new non-prescription drugs and supplements must go through a one-year review process.  Existing non-prescription drugs and supplements must go through a six-month review process.

All non-prescription drugs have already gone through a lengthy review process in order to gain approval as prescription medications.  It is only after a prescription drug’s patent has expired that it is transformed into a non-prescription drug that can be sold by the original pharmaceutical firm as well as competing firms.  To ask that these non-prescription drugs go through another review process is unnecessary and counter productive.  It will only raise the prices of these medications.

This legislation also takes the dramatic step of having the Food and Drug Administration regulate supplements.  Supplements are alternatives to regular medication and based on natural healing.  To ask firms making supplements to go through a rigorous six-month approval process will only drive up the price of such remedies and discourage some manufacturers from bringing these products to market.

 Heath care costs are high, and our two industries have been successful in keeping medical costs under control.  It is less expensive for a patient to take a non-prescription drug or supplement than to let symptoms persist and make an unnecessary trip to the doctor. 

Our two industries fear that over-regulation will drive up costs of non-prescription medications and supplements.  This will only unnecessarily push up health care costs for millions of Americans.

French officials have arrested Francois DeMonde, one of our agents, at Telemonique Francais, an electronics firm in Paris.

Mr. DeMonde is a French citizen who was working for Telemonique Francais and passing industrial secrets on to U.S. companies.

For the last five years, French spies have infiltrated U.S. industries and have stolen our industrial secrets to give an unfair advantage to French companies.  The French have been the worst offenders in terms of industrial spying, particularly in the electronics business.

The CIA has found it necessary to protect U.S. companies by engaging in counter-espionage.  If we do not support this type of espionage, the U.S. will constantly lose to the French companies.  We know that the French government is directing the industrial spy operation against U.S. companies.  We must respond by placing U.S. spies in French facilities.

We recruited Mr. DeMonde two years ago and he has been a most effective agent. The Council for the Rights of Children (CRC) urges the United States Senate to vote in favor of the proposed International Rights of Children Treaty (Bill 275).  America’s ratification of this treaty will encourage other nations that have signed the treaty to also ratify the document.  In so doing, children of the world will be protected against physical or emotional abuse.  If America fails to ratify the treaty, then other nations, where child abuse occurs regularly, will feel comfortable in not ratifying the treaty and they will ignore this problem.

Children throughout the world are so vulnerable from abuse by parents, relatives and others.  Quite often, girls and boys are dependent on adults for their survival and are quite powerless in the face of abuse.  In some countries, children are routinely abused on a daily basis and suffer long-term consequences. In the spirit of international cooperation, a previous U.S. administration signed the International Treaty on the Rights of Children. Those who violate the rights of the children would be subject to criminal penalties in the state where the crime took place.  They could also be subject to lawsuits in that same state.

This Treaty is now before the United States Senate for ratification.  Agreement by the Senate will make America an example for the world.  We will show other countries that we value children, our greatest resource, and we believe that they have fundamental rights.

It is time that the Senate stood up for the rights of children.  Senators can show that children are valued even though they cannot vote.  Please support Bill 275.
