SCRIPT for SESSION #4

(large simulation)

Prior to the beginning of the session, you should distribute the first 18 pieces of correspondence into the mailboxes for the Administration and the committees in each house.  This distribution of correspondence will go up through and include a memo to the Senate Internal Matters Committee from Taking Back America on family programming.

The session begins with a media report followed by two press conferences and an editorial.  One news conference is on automobile leasing and the other is on birth defects.  The editorial reacts to the scandal at the Naval Academy.

When participants break up into work groups, tell them to check their mailboxes and begin their work on legislative and budgetary matters.

Start distributing other story line information at the rate of about one memo per half minute.  Any memos for the President should be given to Vice President Rourke or the Domestic or Foreign Policy Advisor for screening.   Other correspondence will go directly to individual legislators or the media.

Senator Olney will receive a memo regarding an airport project that might be built in Missouri.  The media receives information on proposed alcohol litigation legislation and the Administration and media receive memos regarding a biological weapons threat.  Representative Williams will receive a memo regarding the job search.  The Administration and media will receive an update on the Brazil situation.  Then the Administration receives a memo regarding the cabinet vacancy.  These are followed by memos to the Administration and media regarding inflation and reactions to the burning of a black church as well as a memo to the media regarding proposed civilian targets legislation.

Representative Jackson then meets with the staff member who was arrested.

After that the media receives a memo about family programming.  Senator Nunelly from Maine receives correspondence regarding fuel cells and Representative Gomez from New Mexico receives a memo about a green card application.  The media receives memos regarding proposed legislation on home ownership, a national lottery and importation of aborted fetuses.  Both the Administration and media then receive memos about the initiation scandal at the Naval Academy.

Towards the end of the session Representative Williams meets with potential employers.  After that the Administration and media receive information about a UN resolution on Brazil.  Finally, the administration has a meeting regarding the cabinet vacancy as well as another unproductive meeting with the Chinese Ambassador.

Plans are underway to expand a small airport between Joplin and Carthage, two towns that are in your district.  This project would create a new regional airfield called “Four State Airport.”  The facility would serve southwest Missouri, northwest Arkansas, northeast Oklahoma and southeast Kansas.  It would take pressure off larger airports in the four-state region.

At this point, the Department of Transportation’s Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is beginning to determine if it will use discretionary federal grants to help pay for airport runways, taxiways, apron infrastructure, terminals, roadways and planning activities for this project.  If nothing happens, the FAA will most likely support the airport expansion.  

The Four State Airport project has the backing from most of the business community and organized labor in your district because it would produce greater opportunities for merchants, as well as create more jobs.

The project is strongly opposed by historic preservationists and those fighting sprawl.  A recent public opinion poll found that 75% of the voters in your district believe that the project will only increase population, traffic congestion, noise levels and local taxes.  This is a “hot button” issue for the voters.

Based on the strong anti-growth feeling in your district, you should offer an amendment (in committee, on the floor or in a joint committee) to any piece of popular legislation that will discourage the expansion of the present facility into a large regional airport.  Basically, the amendment gives voters the chance to have a voice in the matter of airport planning.  If the voters have a chance, they would most likely send a message to FAA to withhold funds.

By introducing such an amendment and gaining passage, you will win a tremendous amount of public support for the next election.  It is true that you will lose some support from business and organized labor.  However, there are far more people who oppose the project. The U.S. State Department believes that we should request a UN resolution to “bring about orderly change in Brazil and end any ethnic cleansing.”  This resolution could be implemented by a UN multi-national peacekeeping force of 1500 and that the U.S. should contribute about 500 Peacekeepers.

We have been approached by Lane Siedel, an attorney, who represents, Professor Daniel Rosen of the Chemistry Department at the University of Southern Maine in Portland.  Dr. Rosen has asked Lane Siedel to approach you with a proposal for lowering all energy costs and making America independent of foreign suppliers.  We are trying to schedule a meeting between you and Siedel.

Siedel asked that we not tell anybody at this stage that you have been asked to have this meeting.  Apparently, Rosen and Siedel believe that if the word gets out about the meeting at this point, then those who oppose reform of energy production and distribution will organize and defeat the proposal.

Lane Siedel told us that Dr. Rosen has recently patented an energy cell (about the size of a toaster) that mixes non-toxic chemicals and produces great quantities of cheap electricity over long periods of time.  These recyclable energy cells and their backups can provide all the power necessary for cars and houses, as well as businesses or other institutions.

Siedel emphasizes that these environmentally friendly energy cells can be made and distributed at a fraction of the cost of other energy sources.  These energy cells have the promise of freeing America from foreign energy suppliers, as well as from our current reliance on fossil fuels (such as oil, natural gas and coal). This means that America could have all the power it needs without electrical wires, pipelines or environmental pollution.

Lane Siedel tells us that Professor Rosen is concerned about two things.  First, he fears that conventional energy companies will do everything they can to block the use of these energy cells, by buying the patent rights and then killing the project.  Second, he fears that companies that might manufacture energy cells would engage in collusion, and keep prices higher than they should be.

Because of these concerns, he believes the U.S. Department of Energy should control the development of the fuel cell industry.  He would like to see the creation of totally new companies that have no connection to fossil fuel energy providers, and have these companies regulated so they provide the fuel cells at low cost.  Rosen expects to be paid a small licensing fee.

We have done a background check and both Lane Siedel and Professor Rosen are highly respected individuals.  They may be handing you an excellent opportunity to show the people in Maine that you are fighting for their interests; this could boost your chances for reelection.

We have a request for you to help a Mexican immigrant obtain a Green Card (work permit) so that she can seek employment in the United States.  You would need to speak with Ricky Harris, a Hearing Officer, at the Immigration and Naturalization Service district office in Albuquerque.  We are setting up an appointment.

Harris has raised a question about whether the applicant, the former Maria Sanchez, entered into a marriage with Dr. Harry Stein of Santa Fe merely to obtain a Green Card.  According to the Hearing Officer, the law specifies that the marriage must be entered into for love, rather than just to obtain a work permit.  Harris notes that Dr. Stein is 57 years old while the former Ms. Sanchez (now Mrs. Stein) is only 26 years old.  Harris, the Hearing Officer, suggests that Maria has only married Dr. Stein to get the Green Card and send money back to her family in Mexico City.

Maria contends that she comes from a middle-class Mexican family and that money from the United States is not a factor.  She says that she wants to apply for a social work position, a field in which she holds a Masters Degree.  She specifically wants a position working with hospice patients in their final stage of life.

Maria also contends that her marriage to Dr. Stein was clearly for love, and not to obtain a Green Card.  She points out that she came to the United States on a student visa and studied at the College of Santa Fe where she met Dr. Stein, a Professor of Sociology.  It was while taking Dr. Stein’s class that she fell in love with her professor.  Once the semester was over, the former Ms. Alvarez “dumped” her boyfriend, Santiago, and started spending more time with Professor Stein.  Within two years, while Maria was a graduate student in Albuquerque, Dr. Stein divorced his wife, Hilary, so that he would be free to marry Maria.

Dr. Stein insists that he is deeply in love with Maria and married her only for love.  Stein recognizes that there is an age difference between he and his wife.  He expects that she will outlive him and that is why he wants her to practice her profession and become an American citizen.

The American Council for Tax Reform (ACTR) endorses Bill 208 and believes a national lottery would be beneficial to this country.  The lottery, as proposed in the legislation, would enable us to reduce the federal income tax and thereby strengthen our economy.  It also could serve as a reliable means of support for a multitude of federal programs.

The current federal income tax penalizes hard work and ingenuity by taking an increasing share of one’s income as one becomes more successful.  Basically, the more money you make, the higher your tax rate becomes.  This is certainly a disincentive and weakens economic expansion.

Although there have been efforts to lower federal income tax rates, our country has still relied on the income tax as the major source of revenue.  Most federal programs count on the income tax as the most significant funding source for their activities.

The proposed lottery is a huge step in the right direction.  If Bill 208 is appropriately amended, the income tax could be dropped by $40 billion dollars a year, and that would make meaningful rate reductions possible.  This would unleash a burst of activity in our economy and yield financial gains for years to come.

A national lottery has the distinct advantage of raising money without reducing individual choice.  An individual makes the decision to play the lottery in the hopes of winning one of the weekly grand prizes of $20 million or one of the $100,000 secondary prizes.  The money that goes into the lottery is not taken away from anyone.  It is all done voluntarily.  That is so different than the income tax that practically everyone must pay.  Our current income tax simply confiscates our hard-earned dollars.

The money raised by the proposed lottery could practically support all the expenditures for transportation, or could almost support the combined federal budgets for science, space technology, natural resources and the environment.  It could even support our programs for veterans.  In any case, the lottery could make a major contribution to our nation.  And some day, an expanded lottery could accomplish even more.

The bottom line is that a lottery would free the national government from its current reliance on the income tax.  Bill 208 would have a profound impact and deserves your support.  It makes good sense and the time is right for such a change.
