SCRIPT for SESSION #6

(medium simulation)

The session begins with a media report followed by a press conference and editorial.  The press conference is on the subject of taxes and the editorial focuses on the birth defects issue.

Then have participants break up into work groups.
Start distributing story line information at the rate of about one memo per minute.  Any memos for the President should be given to Vice President Rourke or the Domestic or Foreign Policy Advisor for screening.   Other correspondence will go directly to individual legislators or the media.

Start by giving the Administration and media memos on auto leasing.  Then give the Administration a memo on biological weapons. After that, you can give the Administration and media correspondence on environmental pollution and birth defects, the situation in Brazil, the inflation issue and the burning of a white church.

The Administration and media will then receive correspondence about the initiation scandal at the Naval Academy.

Towards the end of the session, President Millworth leaves the room and gives a short speech at a fundraising dinner.  On the way back into the room there is an unsuccessful assassination attempt on the President.  After this attempt, the media receives notification of that assassination attempt.
Press Conference

“Hello.  My name is Bertie Dodson and I am President of the American Taxpayers Alliance.  I have come before you today to address the inflationary problems that have been eroding the wages and savings of all Americans.  My organization recognizes that this problem is complex; however, we are quite convinced that the federal government has ultimate responsibility.

The national government has been responsible because of years of borrowing.  This has left us with a debt that will take several generations to pay back.  Fortunately, some recent administrations have been able to run annual surpluses and not build up the debt level even more.

The American Taxpayers Alliance recommends that we create an annual surplus by cutting back on federal spending. Those participating in the class action suit claim that they underwent a spontaneous abortion in the second trimester of pregnancy, or that their children were born with birth defects as a result of air pollution.  The NCEQ is also seeking other claimants through advertisements in newspapers, magazines, radio and television, as well as through the Internet.

One of the claimants in the suit, Mrs. Antoinette Funicello, felt that her life has been dramatically affected by the loss of her first child through a spontaneous abortion followed three years later by the birth of her daughter, Melissa.   Melissa Funicello was born without either leg.  Mrs. Funicello was raised in Los Angeles, California and grew up in a polluted environment.  She believes that “the loss of my first child and my daughter’s birth defect were a direct result of that air pollution.”  Mrs. Funicello says, “The industries that were responsible should have to pay for the damage that they have done.”

This lawsuit grows out of research at the University of Michigan and UCLA that makes a link between air pollution and birth defects as well as spontaneous abortions.

We think that you should avoid taking sides in this lawsuit.  However, you should be prepared to take some type of position regarding air pollution and its possible connection to birth defects and spontaneous abortions.

Assassination Attempt

(Simulation coordinator assumes the role of other identities)

Near the end of this simulation session, a SECRET SERVICE AGENT (the simulation coordinator) informs the President that it is time to go to Alexandria for the fundraising speech.  The agent then takes the President to a different location that is away from other activity in the simulation.

After arriving at that location, the coordinator assumes the identity of the FUNDRAISING EVENT COORDINATOR and asks the President to make a few remarks about the Governor before returning to the White House.  The simulation coordinator and the President then start returning to the White House.

Just before returning to the rest of the simulation activity, the simulation coordinator informs the President that “there has just been an attempt on your life.”  The simulation coordinator informs the President that he or she has not been hurt, but that one of the Secret Service agents was wounded and has been taken to the emergency room at Walter Reed Hospital.

The simulation coordinator and the President then return to the White House.

There has just been an attempt on the life of President Millworth.  The President had completed a speech in Alexandria, Virginia for Governor Shannon. Agent Pilsner was taken to the emergency room at Walter Reed Hospital and is in guarded condition as a result of the gunshot wound.  The assailant was killed by other Secret Service agents and has yet to be identified
